
From the File menu choose Print 

1. Select the Layout tab

Set the Pages list box to the range of pages required 
in the postscript file (single pages are preferred). 

Uncheck the Separations, Spreads, Thumbnails and 
Back to Front boxes. 

Check the Print Blank Pages box ONLY if you are 
saving a document that contains blank pages.

Set the Page Sequence list box to All, Registration 
and Tiling to Off.  

2. Select the Setup tab

Set the Printer Description list box to Pemcor PDF 
(After Installation) and Paper Size to Custom.

Go to ftp.pemcor.com to download the PPD file 
and installation instructions.

In the Paper Width box type 8.75” ( page size +.25”)

In the Paper Height list box type 11.75 ( page size +.25”)

In the Reduce or Enlarge box type 100%. 

Set Page Positioning list box to Center. 

In the Paper Offset box type 0 and Page Gap 0.

Uncheck the Fit in Print Area box. 

For Orientation select Portrait even if your 
document is landscape. 

3. Select the Output tab

Set the Print Colors list box to Composite CMYK or  
Device N for jobs with spot colors.

Set the Halftoning list box to Conventional. 

In the Resolution list box box type 2400. 

In the Frequency list box type 175.
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4. Select the Options tab. 

Uncheck the Quark Postscript Error Handler box. 

Set the Page Flip list box to None and uncheck the
Negative Print box. 

Set the Output list box to Normal and Data to Binary. 
Uncheck the Overprint EPS Black box. 

Check the Full Resolution Tiff Output box. 

5. Select the Layers tab. 

Leave this setting on Default. 

6. Select the Bleed tab.

In the Bleed Type box type choose Symmetric., .125”

Check the Clip at Bleed Edge box. 

7. Select the OPI tab.

Check the OPI Active, Include images Tiff and EPS Box

Uncheck the Low Resolution Tiff box.

8. Select the Preview tab.

Review the preview ensuring the page is positioned 
properly on the paper and that all the measurements 
are correct. Imageable area should be .25” larger than 
your Layout page size. Bleed should be .125”

9. Select the Printer Button 

In the Printer list box select your Laserwriter printer. 

In the Presets list box select Standard. 

Click the PDF button at the bottom left of the window.

Choose Save PDF as Postscript

Name the postscript file and choose destination folder.

Click Save. 

Click Print  in the next 2 windows.

Your postscript file is now created and ready to 
be converted to a PDF file.

Use Pemcor Acrobat Distiller Settings in Adobe Acrobat 
to Create a Pemcor Compatible print ready PDF file.
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
